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Dad said, “Let us read in the New Testament about 

Jesus and how He became our Passover Lamb. We will also 

see how God’s people are to keep the Passover today.” 
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Jesus told His disciples that it was two days until the 

Passover when He would be crucified. The Jewish leaders 

got together to plan how they could take Jesus and kill Him. 

They did not want to do it on a Feast Day because they 

were afraid the people would riot.  Matthew 26:1-5

Judas Iscariot, a disciple of Jesus, went to the chief 

priests to see what they would pay him to deliver up Jesus. 

They agreed to 30 pieces of silver (The price of a dead 

slave. Ex. 21:32). After that, Judas sought to betray Jesus. 
Matthew 26:14-16 
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Now on the first of the unleaveneds, the disciples came 
to Jesus, saying to Him, “Where do You desire that we 
prepare for You to eat the Passover?” And He said, “Go into 
the city to such a man, and say to him, ‘The Teacher says, 
“My time is near; I will keep the Passover with My disciples 
at your house.” ’ ” 

Matthew 26:17-18 
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They obeyed as Jesus had said and the master of the 

house showed them an upper room that was furnished. 

There they prepared the Passover. 
Luke 22:11-13
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After evening had come, He sat down with the twelve. 

As they were eating, Jesus said, “Truly I say to you, one of 

you shall betray Me.” And being sorely grieved, each one of 

them began to say to Him, “Am I the one, Lord?” 
Matthew 26:20-22 
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And during supper Jesus rose, laid aside His robe, took 

a towel, poured water in a basin and then washed the 

disciple’s feet.  John 13:2-12 
 

While they were eating, Jesus took bread and blessed 

it and said, “Take, eat; this is My body.” Then He took a cup 

of wine and said, “This is my blood of the New Covenant.” 
Matthew 26:26-29 

 

Jesus said, “…This do in the remembrance of Me.” 
Luke 22:19

Jesus answered, “It is the one to whom I shall give a 
sop after I have dipped it.” …He gave it to Judas Iscariot, 
Simon’s son. …Satan entered into him.  Then Jesus said to 
him, “What you do, do quickly.” …So then, after receiving 
the sop, he immediately went out; and it was night. 

John 13:26-30 
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Then Jesus said to them, “All of you shall be offended 
in Me during this night; for it is written, ‘I will smite the 
Shepherd, and the sheep of the flock shall be scattered 
abroad.’ But after I have been raised, I will go before you 
into Galilee.” Then Peter answered and said to Him, “Even if 
all shall be offended in You, I will never be offended.” 
Jesus said to him, “Truly I say to you, during this very 
night, before the cock crows, you yourself shall deny Me 
three times.”  Matthew 26:31-34 

Three? 
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After singing a hymn, they went to the Mount of 

Olives. Then Jesus came with them to a place called 

Gethsemane; and He said to His disciples, “Sit here, while I 

go onward and pray.” And when He came back to His 

disciples, he found them sleeping.  Matthew 26:30-40 
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Jesus said, “Look, here comes the one who is betraying 

Me.” While He was speaking, Judas appeared, and with him 

was a great crowd with swords and clubs, from the chief 

priests and elders of the people. Judas said, “Hello, Rabbi,” 

and kissed Jesus.  Matthew 26:46-49 
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Jesus, …said to them, “Whom are you seeking?” They 
answered Him, “Jesus the Nazarean.” Jesus said to them, 
“I AM.” …they went backward and fell to the ground. Then 
He asked them again, “Whom are you seeking?” And they 
said, “Jesus the Nazarean.” Jesus answered, “I told you 
that I AM.  Therefore, if you are seeking Me, allow these 
to go their way”;  John 18:4-8 

(Compare with the “I AM” on page 18.) 
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…Then they came and laid their hands on Jesus, and 
arrested Him.  Matthew 26:50 

 

…Peter, who had a sword, …struck the servant of the 
high priest, and cut off his right ear.  John 18:10 

 

But Jesus answered and said, “That is enough!” Then 
He touched his ear and healed him.  Luke 22:51 
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Then the band and the chief captain and the officers 
of the Jews took hold of Jesus, and bound Him;  John 18:12 

 

But all this has happened so that the Scriptures of the 
prophets might be fulfilled.” Then all the disciples forsook 
Him and fled.  Matthew 26:56 

 

Now a certain young man was following Him, having a 
linen cloth wrapped around his naked body; and the young 
men seized him, But he escaped, leaving the linen cloth 
behind, and ran from them naked.  Mark 14:51-52 
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Peter and John followed Jesus. John was known to the 

high priest, and he entered with Jesus into the court. But 

Peter stood outside at the door until John went out and 

spoke to the door-keeper, and brought Peter in. The 

servants and officers made a fire, for it was cold. Peter 

stood with them, as they warmed themselves. 
John 18:15-18 
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Now the chief priests and the elders and the whole 
Sanhedrin sought false evidence against Jesus, so that 
they might put Him to death;  Matthew 26:59 

 

Then the men who were holding Jesus mocked Him and 
beat Him.  Luke 22:63 

 

He remained silent and said nothing. The high priest 

asked Him, “Are You the Christ, the Son of the Blessed?” 

Jesus answered, “I AM.” Then the high priest and others 

got really angry.  Mark 14:61-65

Now Peter was sitting outside in the court; and a maid 

came to him, saying, “You also were with Jesus the 
Galilean.” But he denied it before everyone, saying, “I don’t 
know what you are talking about.” And after he went out 
into the porch, another maid saw him and said to those 
there, “This man was also with Jesus the Nazarean.” Then 
again he denied it with an oath, saying, “I do not know the 
man.” After a little while, those who were standing by came 
to Peter and said, “Truly, you also are one of them, for even 
your speech shows that you are.” Then he began to curse 
and to swear, saying, “I do not know the man.” And 
immediately a cock crowed.  Matthew 26:69-74 
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Early in the morning, they took counsel against Jesus 

to put him to death: They led him to Pontius Pilate the 

governor, but went not into the judgment hall, lest they be 

defiled and not be able to eat their Passover. Pilate came 

out to them and said, “What do you accuse this man of?” 

They answered, “If He were not an evildoer, we would not 

have delivered Him up to you.”  John 18:28-30, Matthew 27:1-2 
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Now when Judas, who had betrayed Him, saw that He 
was condemned, he changed his mind and returned the 
thirty pieces of silver to the chief priests and the elders, 
saying, “I have sinned and have betrayed innocent blood.” 
But they said, “What is that to us?  You see to it yourself.” 
And after throwing down the pieces of silver in the temple, 
he went out and hanged himself.  Matthew 27:3-5 
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And Pilate asked Him, “Are You the King of the Jews?” 
And He answered and said to him, “It is as you say.” And 
the chief priests were vehemently accusing Him of many 
things; but He answered nothing.  Mark 15:2-3  
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…he (Pilate) went out again to the Jews and said to 

them, “I do not find any fault in Him. And it is a custom 

with you that I release one to you at the Passover. Do you 

then desire that I release the King of the Jews to you?” 
John 18:38-39 
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But they all shouted again, saying, “Not this one, but 
Barabbas.” Now Barabbas was a robber.  John 18:40 

 

Pilate said to them, “What then shall I do with Jesus 
Who is called Christ?” They all said to him, “Let Him be 
crucified!”  Matthew 27:22 
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But they all cried out at once, saying, “Away with this 
man, and release Barabbas to us.” He was the one who had 
been cast into prison on account of making a certain 
insurrection in the city and committing murder. Therefore, 
Pilate again called to them, wishing to release Jesus. But 
they kept crying out, saying, “Crucify Him, crucify Him!” 

Luke 23:18-21 
 

So Pilate, willing to do whatever would satisfy the 
crowd, released Barabbas to them…  Mark 15:15 
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And after he had scourged Jesus, he delivered Him up 
to be crucified.  Mark 15:15 

 

Many were astonished at Him—for His body was so 
disfigured—even His form beyond that of the sons of men. 

Isaiah 52:14
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Then the soldiers led Him away into the court, which is 

named the Praetorium, and they called together the whole 

band. And they put a purple robe on Him; and after weaving 

a crown of thorns, they put it on Him; and they began to 

salute Him, and kept on saying, “Hail, King of the Jews!” 

Then they struck His head with a rod, and spit on Him; and 

kneeling down, they bowed in worship to Him. 
Mark 15:16-19

Now as they came out, they found a Cyrenean man 
named Simon; and they compelled him to carry His cross.

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And when they had crucified Him, they divided His 
garments by casting lots…  Matthew 27:35 

 

Then Jesus said, “Father, forgive them, for they do 
not know what they are doing.”  Luke 23:34 

 

Now it was the third hour when they crucified Him. 
Mark 15:25 
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(How the cross of Jesus may have looked with the title on it.) 

 

And Pilate also wrote a title and put it on the cross; 
and it was written, “Jesus the Nazarean, the King of the 
Jews.” …and it was written in Hebrew, in Greek and in Latin. 

John 19:19-20 

And two robbers were crucified with Him, one at the 
right hand and one at the left.  Matthew 27:38 
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Then those who were passing by railed at Him, shaking 

their heads, and saying, “You Who would destroy the temple 

and rebuild it in three days, save Yourself. If You are the 

Son of God, come down from the cross.” …And the two 

robbers who were crucified with Him also reproached Him 

with the same words. Now from the sixth hour until the 

ninth hour, darkness was over all the land. 
Matthew 27:39-45 
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And about the ninth hour, Jesus cried out with a loud 

voice, saying, “Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani?” That is, “My God, 

My God, why have You forsaken Me?” …And immediately one 

of them ran and, taking a sponge, filled it with vinegar and 

put it on a stick, and gave it to Him to drink. …Then another 

took a spear and thrust it into His side, and out came water 

and blood. And after crying out again with a loud voice, 

Jesus yielded up His spirit.  Matthew 27:46-50

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Joseph (the one from Arimathea) asked Pilate that he 

might take Jesus’ body away and Pilate gave him permission. 

Then he and Nicodemus took Jesus’ body and wound it in 

linen cloths, as is the custom among the Jews to prepare 

for burial.  John 19:38-40 
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Now there was a garden in the place where He was 
crucified, and in the garden a new tomb, in which no one had 
ever been laid. Because of the preparation (for the Holy 
Day) of the Jews, they laid Jesus there; for the tomb was 
near.  John 19:41-42 
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And the women also, who had come with Him from 
Galilee, followed and saw the tomb, and how His body was 
laid. And they returned to the city, and prepared spices and 
ointments, and then rested on the Sabbath according to 
the commandment.  Luke 23:55-56 
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For what does the Scripture say?  “And Abraham 

believed God, and it was imputed to him for righteousness.”  
Romans 4:3 

For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of 
God; But are being justified freely by His grace 
through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus; 
Whom God has openly manifested to be a 
propitiation through faith in His blood, in order to 
demonstrate His righteousness, in respect to the 
remission of sins that are past,  Romans 3:23-25 
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Passover services should be kept in the evening, at the 

beginning of the 14th day of Abib, by the baptized believers 

of Jesus the Christ. 
 

”…This do in the remembrance of Me.”   I Cor. 11:24 
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Therefore, when He had washed their feet, and had 

taken His garments, and had sat down again, He said to 
them, “Do you know what I have done to you? You call Me 
the Teacher and the Lord, and you speak rightly, because I 
am. Therefore, if I, the Lord and the Teacher, have washed 
your feet, you also are duty-bound to wash one another’s 
feet; For I have given you an example, to show that you also 
should do exactly as I have done to you.
